 There was a time when Indiana’s West Baden Springs hotel was called the “Eighth 
Wonder of the World” and it’s easy to see why.   
 West Baden, with its formal gardens, statuary, fountain and gazebo, reflects the 
turn-of-the-century elegance for which it was once known.  Built in less than a year, the 
hotel was famed for its free standing dome.  It was the world’s largest, and that record 
would hold for another 60 years until the Astrodome was built in Houston. 
 The rotunda, with 200 feet of mosaic floor tiles (original to the hotel built in 
1902), is breathtakingly magnificent.  The large expanse is filled with an immense tile 
fireplace said to be worth more than $1 million, potted palms and Victorian-era furniture 
reproductions.  In the center of the 100-foot-high dome is a pendant chandelier which re-
flects prisms of light, creating an extraordinary light show at night. 
 Seemingly no detail at West Baden Resort is too small.  The luxuries include king-
sized beds with high thread count, white-on-white-striped Egyptian cotton sheets and spe-
cial furniture with carvings of the resort made by an Indiana furniture company. 
 A free shuttle runs every 15 minutes between French Lick and West Baden, and 
guests can use the facilities of either place.
